1. Tanya, the Green, did not lay her eggs on Back Bay, nor did she come up at
dawn.

2. The turtle that laid eggs on Turtle Beach came up at dusk.
3. The Hawksbill laid her eggs on Grafton.
4. The turtle that came up at midnight, which was not Wendy, laid on Back Bay.
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Answers:

Ellie the Leatherback laid on Back Bay at midnight

Tanya the Green laid on Turtle Beach at dusk

Wendy the Hawksbill laid on Grafton at dawn
